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Angels leaned over the precipice of heaven, looking to the expanse of earth in anticipation of the events
we will discuss the next few weeks. Peter said (1 Peter 1:10ff) that they, along with the prophets of old,
wondered as to the implications of the things that they had spoken of, regarding Jesus, the promised
salvation.

From the promise of God in Genesis 3, “He will bruise you on the head...” to the promise to Abraham, “in
your seed all the nations will be blessed (Genesis 22:18), to the statements of Isaiah 53:12 “Yet He
Himself bore the sin of many, And interceded for the wrongdoers”, the story is coming to fruition.

Herod is looking for the child king, shepherds came from their fields, wise men from the east, Simeon and
Anna waited in the temple, and much of Israel was on edge awaiting this promised event. When we read
the beginnings of the story, it appears that a great many were anticipating the time had come. He entered
the world in a stable, spent time as a refuge in Egypt, and likely grew up with sawdust in his sandals. He
was the promised one, the presence of God among men. He was called Emmanuel, God with his
people... the culmination of the promise. “I will be their God, they shall be my people.” Or so it is recorded
by the Hebrew writer (Hebrews 8:10).
