For the next several weeks, our Sunday morning lessons will be focused on the book of Judges. When
Joshua and the elders died, it left the Israelites without strong leadership. This is a book about eleven men
and one woman who helped rescue Israel from their oppressors. It is also a book about sin and its
consequences. We can learn so much from the book of Judges as it shows how easily we can become
complacent and disobedient and turn away from God. The Israelites first step away from God was
incomplete obedience as they refused to eliminate the enemy from the land. This led to intermarriage and
idolatry with those remaining and everyone doing “as they saw fit” (Judges 17:6). Before long the Israelites
became captives, then out of their desperation, they would beg God to rescue them. In faithfulness to His
promise and out of his loving kindness, God would raise up a judge to deliver His people and for a time there
would be peace.

Then complacency would set in, and the cycle would begin again. God’s deliverance through the Judgesiis a
powerful demonstration of His love and mercy toward His people. As we take a good look at the Judges,
note their dependence on God and their obedience to His commands. Observe Israel’s downward spiral into
sin, refusing to learn from past mistakes and living only for the moment. But most of all, let's stand in awe of
God’s mercy as He delivers His people over and over again.
